* Social Media — Posting across our platforms, increasing followers and engagement

» Exhibiting — Setting up and selling books at conferences, book fairs, festivals, and more
 Tech and Data Management — Strengthening our tech and data management systems

In-person opportunities include:
» Warehouse, Shipping, and Stock Management — Must find your own housing in Oakland, CA

Requirements to become a volunteer or intern at PM Press include:

* The ability to work virtually and autonomously on projects in a self-directed manner with professional
guidance, mentorship, and assistance from PM staff

* Good communication skills and commitment to an agreed-upon timeline

* Dedication to our publishing project and mission
